ne year ago, the centerpiece of our backyard makeover in Atlanta was a mound of Georgia red clay.

To my children, however, the dirt pile was a world to conquer, a natural slide, an alpine adventure,

a tower to climb, and a precipice from which to jump. From atop Knox’s Knoll (named after the
littlest Trainor), they launched pinecones, rocks, dirt, sticks, and each other.

I was amazed as I watched my children dig, build, bury, and play with the clay for hours—for days even!
With their imaginations ignited by dirt, my children had endless activities, and these activities were (and are!)
critical to their physical development. Think of the gross motor skill exercise that occurs in the above
activities. Underneath those red clay stained clothes, muscles were strengthening, their limbs and joints
adjusted dexterously to accommodate the vary-
ing slopes of the descent, and their knees and N —
quadriceps became accustomed to that strange
buckling sensation of “going down” a hill. Something more
While I worried at the thought of my risk- pro foun d is happening fo
taking third child riding a bike down the steep-

est side of the hill, I rejoiced in watching him children as they play
learn to shift his weight, balance, turn and
bounce. Whereas I cringed as he flew over the  puEEEEEETEETTETTs
handlebars and as his mouth inched ever closer

to “eating dirt,” I exhaled a sigh of relief that he was strong enough to withstand a fall.

Our children, I believe, are not merely “kids being kids,” as the mantra goes. Something more
profound is happening to children as they play. In fact, Christian parents ought to see these backyard
adventures more as “kids being kings.” These everyday activities in the backyard are component parts of

what it means to be human, let alone a microcosm of what it means to be

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Book Review

any are familiar with the well-
used quote by George Bernard
Shaw: “Those who cannot re-
member the past are condemned to repeat it.”
But what if the problem isn’t a failure of per-
sonal memory, but rather a lack of informa-
tion? Of course, some things seem just too
difficult or painful for us to want to dig into.
However, Jesus also made a statement that
has some bearing on the matter, “And ye shall
know the truth, and the truth shall make you
free” (John 8:32). In the context, Christ was
referring to those Jews who continued in His
word, and in so doing, proved to be His dis-
ciples. Yet, I believe the application of Jesus’
words is broader than the immediate context.
It is important for Chris-
tians to be truth-seekers.
By faith, we reign
with Christ; we are fellow
kings with Christ. The au-
thor of Proverbs, himself
a king, taught, “It is the
glory of God to conceal a thing: but the honour
of kings is to search out a matter” (Proverbs
25:2). Itis to our credit to seek out the truth,
no matter how thorny or agonizing. Some as-
pects of history can be much the same, and John
Dwyer’s book presents just such a morally and
intellectually troubling but significant topic.
What a person calls something often gives
away their biases, and no man alive is without
bias. Yet regardless of an individual’s personal
persuasions about who was right and who
was wrong in the Civil War or the War Be-
tween the States, John Dwyer’s The War Be-
tween the States is an in-depth presentation of
the complex and problematical issues which
led up to and caused the war, and the subse-
quent restoration of the defeated states to the
Union. He provides an abundance of quotes
from key figures from both the North and the

South, and in some instances, even from
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abroad, on all aspects of the war. He not only
manifests the wickedness of the South to-
wards blacks in the institution of slavery, but
also the common and less well-known harsh-
ness towards blacks in the North. A case in
point: how many slave-states fought for the
North? When were the slaves in these states
emancipated?

Dwyer also provides some valuable in-
sight into the effect of the war on the spread
of the gospel, both in the North and the South.
Whereas this is a positive consequence of the
war, one is still overwhelmed and almost
numbed by the breadth of human wickedness
that was also prevalent on both sides through-
out the war. The book also contains numer-

ous paintings, prints and photographs of
many key figures and scenes, all of which are
accompanied with ample historical documen-
tation to help the reader appreciate the sig-
nificance these people or places played at par-
ticular points in the tragic drama.

Between 600,000 to 700,000 men lost
their lives as a result of this war. This fact
alone should move us to know what was of
such importance that both sides would be
willing to make such phenomenal sacrifices in
human lives. A related question: how many
women, children, elderly and infirm died as a
result of General Sherman’s march through
Atlanta to the sea? Was such an action bibli-
cally supportable?

This book is historically thorough and
captivatingly written. Roger D. McGrath,
Ph.D., wasa former professor of history at
UCLA for 15 years, before teaching at

Pepperdine, and ultimately California State
University-Northridge. He is the author of
several historical books and articles, and has
been a frequent history expert on several tele-
vision documentaries. Dr. McGrath made the
following comment about this book, “The War
Between The States by John J. Dwyer, et al.,
is the best textbook for the high school, pre-
paratory academy, or junior college I’ve ever
read.

Many American Christians may wonder,
how did this nation of ours ever get to be like
it is today? Without understanding what pre-
ceded our contempo-
rary situation, it would
be very difficult, if not
to ad-
equately answer this

impossible,

question. Reading John
Dwyer’s The War Be-
tween the States provides an abundance of in-
formation that most of us have never been
made adequately aware of. Reading this book
was so intensely captivating that it was diffi-
cult to put it down. Indeed, I found that it
was the first thing I grabbed in the morning
when I awoke, and the last thing I set down
before falling asleep at night. John Dwyer has
done all Americans a great service by shining a
bright light on this dark, disturbing, and maybe
even suppressed portion of our nation’s his-
tory. Reading this book can be a sobering ex-
perience, but nonetheless a very worthwhile
and beneficial one. “And ye shall know the
truth, and the truth shall make you free.”
